· All roads are paved, allowing easy access by any passenger car.
· If you plan to arrive early, the range is open from 9 am to dusk Thursday - Sunday

Closest Major Airport:
· Salt Lake City International Airport (SLC) is a 2-hour and 15-minute drive to Price, UT.  
· We strongly recommend flying in no later than Thursday morning and staying in Price Thursday night to ensure you’re on-time for class Friday morning at 8:30 a.m. The range is open Thursday – Sunday 9 am to dusk. 

Driving to the Range:
Google & Apple maps will sometimes direct people via dirt roads to the range which will take twice as long.  All roads to the range are paved and drive time from town should be approximately 18 minutes To avoid confusion, please follow these directions starting from the Sinclair Gas Station on South Carbon Avenue, just off Exit 241 from Highway 191.  
1. From the Sinclair Gas Station, head southbound on South Carbon Avenue, which becomes Highway 10.
2. Drive 6.9 miles to the sign for North Springs Recreation Area / Hiawatha and Turn right (west) onto UT-122.
3. Follow UT-122 for 2.9 miles until you see another sign for North Springs. Turn right (northwest) onto Wattis Road.
4. Continue on Wattis Road for 4.9 miles until you see the sign for North Springs on your right. Pull in.
Once you enter, you’ll cross a small gully and turn right, where you’ll find a red gate:
· If the gate is open, proceed to the main office to check-in.
· If the gate is locked, the range is still closed.
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Recommended Accommodations
Lodging options can be limited, so we recommend booking your accommodations well in advance to ensure availability.
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Top Recommendation
Holiday Inn Express & Suites – Price, Ut
Our top recommendation is the Holiday Inn Express, celebrated for its cleanliness, safety, and convenience.

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Be Prepared for Utah Weather:
Utah’s high desert climate can change quickly, so check the forecast and come prepared for the worst-case scenario to ensure comfort and focus during class.
The classroom is indoors, and all shooting positions are covered, featuring concrete shooting benches, stools, and open areas for prone shooting. Loaner shooting mats are available upon request.
· Early Spring/Late Fall: Expect temperatures between 25°–60°F with potential for snow. Layers, gloves, handwarmers, and stocking hats recommended. 
· Summer: Expect 60°–90°F with the possibility of afternoon thunderstorms. 

Personal Sustainment:
Students should bring a sack lunch, beverages, and snacks each day, as there won't be enough time to make the 
40-minute round trip to town during class. Day 1 includes a 45-minute lunch break and two 15-minute bathroom breaks, while Day 2 allows for flexible breaks and meals at your convenience.
· For those flying in, there is limited fridge space available in the main office. 
· Free coffee is available in the mornings, and the range has a selection of sodas and energy drinks for sale.
· Restroom facilities are available at the main office in addition to porta potties throughout the range. 
Prohibited Items:
· No alcohol or drugs are allowed at North Springs Shooting Range or our classes.
· No Smoking within 100 feet of any structures or patrons.
